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Suburban Sprawl

sending drinking water down the drains

We're all familiar with the phenomenon-- that cow
pasture or orange grove that used to be thereis now a
grocery store, a discount clothes outlet, a coffee shop,
and an outparcel restaurant. Most people lament the
loss of the open space for about 30 seconds as they wait
in line to try out the new restaurant. But a new study
proves there’ s more to worry about.

This type of development, known as suburban sprawl,

results in massive lateral expansion of cities, and with

cities come pavement. And more pavement means less

water can return into the ground (not to mention more

pollution). In drought prone areas (that is most of the

US) this increased runoff means even the rain we do
get doesn’t make it to recharge the aquifer. We are quite literally, flushing our water supply down the stormdrain.

According to the study, Tampa expanded 199,800 acres from 1982-1997. This means that we had an average water
loss of 7.3 billion to 17.0 billion gallons per year. By extrapolating these results we find that, using the conservative
numbers mind you, we waste enough water to provide 461,062 people with water for a year. Wow!

So what can we do about it? Encourage ‘ smart growth’ in your area. This means focusing on redevelopment of older
areas, and mixing business and residential uses so people don’t need to drive so far. It also means promoting more
green space, and using pervious and pollution preventing technology. Some of these things can be done around your
house. Replace driveways with pervious concrete or lattice block, use rain barrels, and participate in programs like
Florida Yards & Neighborhoods, and of course Adopt-A-Pond! Remember that change is slow, but if we all do alittle
to tell others about these things, the word gets around fast.

How WE WORK TOGETHER
Environmental Protection Commission (EPC)

T here's often alot of confusion about how our government
works. Over the next few issues this section will address some
of the relationships between other agencies and Adopt-A-
Pond. This time we're focusing on the EPC, not to be con-
fused with the EPA.

The EPC is Hillsborough County’ s environmental agency, the
EPA isthe federal agency. We deal with the Wetlands
Division, but they also regulate air, water, waste and so on.
The Wetlands Division is charged with regulating every wet-
land in the county. This regulation is defined by a very
detailed rule which you can read on the EPC website
www.epchc.org. Every Adopt-A-Pond project must be
reviewed by the EPC to determine if it will impact wetlands.
If it does, then the pond is not eligible for our program. In wetland cases, EPC offers a Miscellaneous Activitiesin a
Wetland Permit which allows residents to work in the wetland within agreed limits.

Adopt-A-Pond maintains an excellent relationship with the EPC. After all, we're both working to protect and improve
our water resources. When we approach a project in a spirit of cooperation and professionalism, we can make good
things happen. Adopt-A-Pond is always glad to work with the knowledgeable people of the EPC.
